LPGA Corning Classic Honors Pledge to Area Hospitals:   

St. James Mercy Receives $9,300 
 
 
October 18, 2011…Hornell, NY...St. James Mercy Hospital announced that it recently 
received $9,300 in proceeds from the LPGA Corning Classic golf tournament.  Although 
the event was discontinued in 2009, Corning Classic Charities, Inc. pledged to continue 
disbursing charitable funds through 2011, with the final $250,000 distributed in 
September.    
 
Since 1979, St. James Mercy Hospital has received over $181,000 from the event, with 
$6.1 million in total disbursed in 33 years to area charities.
